Willing to network and share information gathered at the conference with colleagues and peers via
a Colorado Libraries blog post.

Able to cover costs of the conference beyond the scholarship registration fee. (The scholarship
covers the full CAL Conference registration only. Mileage, hotel, and meals outside what is

included in the CAL registration are not included.)

For your application, please address the following in a letter of interest (no more than 2 typed pages):

Why you are interested in attending CAL? What do you hope to gain?

Why you need this scholarship to attend.

How you plan to share what you have learned with colleagues and fellow students.
Any other details you believe would provide a compelling reason for the Scholarship
Committee to award you the scholarship.
