Overview of program
Our original idea was to circulate just the state park passes. Our partners at CPW suggested the nature backpacks to make it a more complete outdoor nature experience. 
Backpack with logo, state park pass hangtag, binoculars, 2 field guides covering CO trees and wildflowers and CO wildlife, Leave No Trace card, activity card, extensive park brochure, fishing basics guide
