Nature’s Educators
presents.

e How will the program facilitator encourage meaningful interaction?
o Reading / booktalking will garner interest in pigeons with the hope of inspiring further reading on the subject as well as heightened
interest in the program.
o Staff should stay during the program and participate wherever possible.

e How will the program facilitator invite caregiver interaction with children?
o If the performer asks the group to make bird noises, show adults how to participate.
