Locate a resource online that fulfills the technology issue from each scenario. Be prepared to report your findings back to the group.
Scenario: A new computer user is trying to understand how to copy and paste. Find a resource that describes the process. 
Scenario: A student needs to know how to embed a YouTube video in PowerPoint 2010.  Find a resource that explains how to do this task.

Scenario: A businesswoman has created a presentation using Open Office Impress at your library. She wants to be able animate the text in her slideshow. Help her find a resource that explains how to do animate text. 
Scenario: A new computer user needs to know how to conduct web searches on Google. Find a video that explains the process.
Scenario: A business owner says she heard she can save money by “working in the cloud.” Find a resource that explains “Cloud Computing.”
Scenario: A students needs to create a formula to add the values of a set number of fields in Excel. Find a resource that explains how to create formulas in Excel 2010.
Scenario: Find a technology resource for a patron that explains how to use browse the Internet using tabs 
Scenario: A patron with a Mac is having trouble connecting to the library’s wireless network. You know the network is working because you see other patrons using it. You know nothing about Macs . Find a resource that allows you to help the patron troubleshoot. 
Scenario: A patron new to the library is unsure about using the library’s unsecured wireless. Find a resource that explains what NOT to do on an unsecured wireless network.  
Scenario: A computer user needs to know, ‘How do I post an ad on Craigslist’. Find a visual online resource that explains the process.
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
